They will be assigned 

to the applicants who success all requirements and get the best marks in the 

entrance exams.

• Have completed ESO education (Compulsory Secondary Education).  

• Be aged between 16 and 30 years old.  
• Declaring that the applicant does not suffer from any illness that may impede 

working with horses and their equipment. 
• Have adequate knowledge of Spanish in order to get the maximum benefit from 

lessons.
